Statement of the PCC on the conference NZIS-OPEN 2020


This all-day conference of the Institute of Heath and Statistical Information took place on Wednesday, May 27 at the Prague Congress Centre for the final summary of the coronavirus crisis in Czechia. The event attended 100 physically present experts and 300 more were connected virtually.

PCC team prepared the spacious Panorama Hall with a view of Prague Castle with safe table set ups and disinfection areas by the entrances and on foyers. We are glad that professionals in this field chose us to host the conference under the specific security measures.

The purpose of this conference was to deliver detailed analysis, summary and lessons learned from the crisis that we have faced since March 2020. Other than that, a new infectious disease information system (ISIN) and epidemiological data related to Covid-19 were introduced. Online tools and applications, data sets for central and regional pandemic management, epidemiological models and predictions, analytical outputs with focus on mortality were delivered in 5 presentation and discussion blocks.
